
Cornell Team Notes 
• 22-7 overall, 8-0 Midwest Conference 

• Ranked No. 25 in latest AVCA Top 25 Coaches’ Poll. Earned program’s highest-ever 

national ranking at No. 14 on Sept. 19. 

• Cornell is ranked No. 3 in the Region IX rankings. The Rams are 6-1 this season against 

regionally-ranked foes, and 3-1 against nationally-ranked teams. Cornell owns wins over 

No. 5 Northwestern (3-2), No. 15 Gustavus Adolphus (3-0) and No. 17 UW-Stevens Point 

(3-0). The Rams lost 3-1 to No. 9 UW-Whitewater. 

• Cornell is 13-1 with nine sweeps since Oct. 3. 

• 11-time defending MWC regular-season champions 

• Defeated Illinois College 3-0 in MWC Tournament Final for 30th consecutive win over 

MWC competition.  

• 10th NCAA appearance since 2011 (2-9 all-time record in NCAAs). This is Cornell’s first 

time hosting an NCAA Regional.  

• Qualified for NCAA Tournament in 2023, 2022, 2021, 2018, 2017, 2015, 2014, 2013, 

2012 and 2011 

• Reached Sweet 16 at 2014 NCAA Tournament (lost 3-2 vs. UW-Stevens Point in Regional 

Final) 

• Fifth-year Grace Marti, seniors Ilah Perez-Johnson, Caitlin Babcock and junior Clare 

Green played in Cornell’s last two NCAA Tournament appearances (2021-22)  

• Head coach Jeff Meeker owns a career record of 478-319 in 26 collegiate seasons, 

including a 417-254 mark in 22 seasons at Cornell. Meeker, a nine-time Conference 

Coach of the Year, is the winningest coach in any sport in Cornell history.  

• Perez-Johnson and Green are both First Team All-Region and First Team All-MWC 

selections this season. Perez-Johnson was voted 2023 MWC Player of the Year. 

• Marti, Ella Becker and Kiana Manson were named to the 2023 All-MWC Second Team.  

• Perez-Johnson, a 2022 Honorable Mention All-American, ranks among Cornell’s career 

leaders in kills (1,063 – eighth), digs (1,068 – ninth), aces (161 – sixth) and points (1,296 

– eighth). She ranks fifth on Cornell’s season list with 57 aces in 2023.   

• Green is No. 3 on Cornell’s career list with 3,062 assists. She needs 49 needs to reach 

1,000 for the third consecutive season.  

• Cornell has played seven five-set matches this season, going 5-2.
